• the preparations for the 14th IGWT Symposium organisation which is due in China in 2003 with our wish to 
meet in the greatest possible number.

TOP 1 - 4: OPENING, CALLING THE VOTES,  APPROVALS AND REPORT 
FROM  THE  PRESIDENT 

President Koziol welcomes the assembly and states the due convening. With reference to § 12 of 
the charter the number of votes is counted ( 34 out of 35 votes are present -see Appendix 1).  

The motions for approval of the agenda and of the minutes of the general assembly of September  
7th 1999 in Poznan are passed unanimously. 

Then the President gives a brief report of the developments of the association during the course of 
the past two years and stresses the need to amend the IGWT charter as regarding membership, 
financing and managing boards.  

 

TOP 5: PROPOSALS TO REORGANISE THE EDITION OF FORUM WARE  

Vice-President Vogel informs the assembly that Forum Ware has always been financed by the 
DGWT, the ÖGWT and some active members of these societies and by the Japanese society. Until 
now the journal has published articles either in German or English language, but there is also the need 
of authors from countries like Japan or China, to publish in their mother tongues. Thus three 
proposals are presented: 

Proposal 1: 

The edition of one Journal FORUM WARE International, a paper Version (body open) with 
English papers only, peer reviewed 

Annex in other languages organised by national societies may be possible 

Proposal 2: 
Henceforth there shall be two journals: 
FORUM WARE International which shall be published as an internet version, organised by an 

elected editor, with English papers peer reviewed and in addition at the author�s discretion with 
original language papers  

FORUM WARE as a German paper version financed by the DGWT and ÖGWT 

Proposal 3: 
Henceforth there shall be two journals: 
FORUM WARE International which shall be published as an internet version, organised by an 

elected editor, with English papers peer reviewed and in addition at the author�s discretion with 
original language papers. 

FORUM WARE as a German paper version financed by the DGWT and the ÖGWT, including 
an international part with English summaries of about 2 pages consisting of the contributions posted 
on the internet, the latter financed by the IGWT. 

FORUM WARE as a paper version according to proposal 1 would cost about 8.500 €. The costs 
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assumed for an internet edition of Forum Ware International would probably amount to 4.500 €. It 
would be necessary to finance these amounts from the IGWT budget. 

Proposal 3 is accepted by the majority of the assembly. 

 

TOP 6: PROPOSALS TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF IGWT 

 
Proposal for restructuring IGWT membership (§ 6 of the charter) 

Up to now there existed a dual model of membership: National Commodity Science Associations 
and individual persons (§ 6 of the Charter). 

The individual persons´ memberships should be cancelled, which would mean that the only regular 
membership of IGWT would be for the National Associations and their members would automatically 
be the members of IGWT. There should be made an exception for persons of countries, where no 
national society exits. The honorary, supporting and corresponding memberships in the previous form 
should be retained. 

Thus  § 6(1) of the charter has to be amended as follows: 

§ 6 MEMBERSHIP 

"Members of the Association may be  

(1) Full Members � 
these are institutions and associations with pertinent objectives, National Commodity Science 
Associations and individual persons of countries where there does not yet exist a national 
association. 

Members of national associations become automatically members of the IGWT as soon as 
the national association has transferred the membership fee to the IGWT."  

This motion is accepted unanimously. 
 
Proposals to change the financing IGWT (membership fees - § 9 of the charter) 

The President points out that the situation in most of the National Associations allows for a 
standard height of membership fees, which should be fixed at an amount of 5 € per  year. This fee 
might be reduced by the decision of the General Assembly upon request of a National Association for 
a given period. 

 
Therefore in article 9 - MEMBERSHIP FEES the paragraph  
"The financial contributions are determined according to the following valorisation of the PPP 

(Purchasing Power Parity) per capita and by the number of members in the national associations. A 
minimum membership fee may be fixed. 

PPP per capita in terms of US $ divided by 1.000 multiplied by the number of national association 
members divided by 100. The calculations will be based on current world bank data (see appendix 1 
for an example)" 

should be replaced by 
"The financial contributions are determined by the number of members in the national 

associations. A minimum membership fee may be fixed." 

Vice-President Vogel points out that this would not take into account the economic and social 
position of the different countries and thus he proposes to stick to the existing provision of the 
charter, which has been laid down in 1999 and which he regards a solution more just. He presents a 
table comparing the two proposals (Appendix 2). 

The motion of President Koziol is accepted by a majority of 31 votes, three votes against. Thus 
the membership fee is now fixed at 5� per member. 

 

TOP 7: REPORT FROM THE TREASURER 

Mrs. E. Waginger (Austria) - treasurer of the IGWT- gives a cash report on the period from 1999 - 
2001. Due to outstanding debts of membership fees on the one hand and to sponsoring the 13 th 
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IGWT Symposium on the other hand, the IGWT has to face a restricted financial situation for the 
moment, which will improve as soon as the membership fees will be transferred. 

  

TOP 8: REPORT FROM THE AUDITOR AND RELASE OF THE 
EXECUTIVE BOARD 

Mr. J. Jasiczak (Poland) - auditor of the IGWT - confirms the correctness of the accounting and 
makes a motion to release the Executive Board.  The motion is passed unanimously. 

 

TOP 9: ELECTIONS OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD AND AUDITORS 

When presenting the proposals for the election of the members of the executive board and the 
auditors the President points out, that he has limited the number of Vice-Presidents to 4, the first 
Vice-President being nominated as Pre-President. As members of the executive committee (§ 13 (5) of 
the charter) he has nominated national delegates, whom he expects to become active for the IGWT.  

Mr. J. Jasiczak takes the chair during the votes.

TOP 1 - 4: BEGRÜSSUNG, APPROBATIONEN UND TÄTIGKEITSBERICHT 
DES PRÄSIDENTEN  

Präsident Koziol begrüßt die Anwesenden und stellt die ordnungsgemäße Einberufung und 
Beschlußfähigkeit (§ 12 der Statuten) der Generalversammlung fest ( 34 der 35 Stimmberechtigten 
Mitglieder sind anwesend - Anhang 1).  

Die Anträge auf Zustimmung zur Tagesordnung und Genehmigung des Protokolls der letzten 
Versammlung in Poznan, 7. September 1999, werden einstimmig angenommen. 

Der Präsident gibt einen kurzen Bericht über die Entwicklungen der Gesellschaft während seiner 
Amtsperiode und weist auf die Notwendigkeit einer Änderung der bestehenden Statuten bezüglich 
Mitgliedschaft, Finanzierung und Zusammensetzung des Präsidiums hin.  

 

TOP 5: VORSCHLÄGE ZUR REORGANISATION DER HERAUSGABE VON  
FORUM W ARE 

Vizepräsident Vogel teilt der Versammlung mit, dass Forum Ware in den vergangenen Jahren 
von der DGWT, der ÖGWT bzw. engagierten Mitgliedern dieser beiden Gesellschaften sowie 
japanischen Mitgliedern finanziert wurde. Bisher ist die Zeitschrift mit deutsch- oder 
englischsprachigen Beiträgen erschienen, doch besteht auch immer wieder die Notwendigkeit für 
Autoren aus Ländern wie China, Japan, etc. ihre Beiträge in ihrer Originalsprache zu publizieren. 
Daher wurden drei Vorschläge zur Erscheinungsform und Finanzierung von Forum Ware 
ausgearbeitet: 

1. Vorschlag 
Herausgabe einer Zeitschrift Forum Ware International als Druckwerk (Schriftleitung  noch 

offen), peer reviewed, ausschließlich mit Beiträgen in englischer Sprache. 
Ein Anhang von anderssprachigen Artikeln, dessen Herausgabe von den nationalen Gesellschaften 

organisiert wird, wäre möglich. 
2. Vorschlag 

Künftig Herausgabe zweier Zeitschriften: 
Forum Ware International als Internet Version, Herausgabe durch eine zu wählende 

Schriftleitung, mit peer reviewed Beiträgen in englischer Sprache und, nach Ermessen des Autors, 
zusätzlich auch in der Originalsprache. 

Forum Ware als deutschsprachige Druckausgabe finanziert durch DGWT und ÖGWT  

3. Vorschlag 
Künftig Herausgabe zweier Zeitschriften: 
Forum Ware International als Internet Version, Herausgabe durch eine zu wählende 
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Schriftleitung, mit peer reviewed Beiträgen in englischer Sprache und nach Ermessen des Autors 
zusätzlich auch in der Orginalsprache. 

Forum Ware als grundsätzlich deutschsprachige Druckausgabe finanziert durch DGWT und 
ÖGWT, aber mit einem internationalen Teil der englischen Kurzfassungen (ca. 2 Seiten) aus Forum 
Ware International, der von der IGWT finanziert wird.  

Die Kosten der Herausgabe einer gedruckten Forum Ware International  (Vorschlag 1) sind etwa 
mit 8.500 € zu veranschlagen, jene für eine Internet - Version von Forum Ware International mit 4.500 
€. Diese Mittel müßten jeweils von der IGWT aufgebracht werden. 

Vorschlag drei wird mehrheitlich angenommen. 

 

TOP 6: VORSCHLÄGE ZUR ÄNDERUNG DER STATUTEN 

Reorganisation der Mitgliedschaft zur IGWT (§ 6 der Statuten) 

Bisher gab es keine klare Abgrenzung von individueller Mitgliedschaft und Mitgliedschaft zu 
nationalen Gesellschaften (§ 6 der Statuten).  

Mitglieder nationaler Gesellschaften sollen ab nun automatisch Mitglieder der IGWT werden. Eine 
Mitgliedschaft von Einzelpersonen soll nur mehr für jene möglich sein, in deren Ländern es keine 
nationalen Gesellschaften gibt. Ehrenmitgliedschaften, unterstützende und korrespondierende 
Mitgliedschaften bleiben in der bisherigen Form aufrecht. 

Daher soll § 6 (1) wie folgt präzisiert werden: 

 § 6 MITGLIEDER 

"Mitglieder des Vereins können sein: 

1. Ordentliche Mitglieder, das sind Einrichtungen und Gesellschaften mit einschlägiger fachlicher 
Zweckbestimmung, wie nationale Gesellschaften für Warenwissenschaften, sowie Einzelpersonen von 
Staaten, in denen  noch keine nationale Gesellschaft begründet wurde.  

Mitglieder nationaler Gesellschaften werden nach Überweisung des Mitgliedsbeitrages der 
nationalen Gesellschaft an die IGWT automatisch Mitglieder der IGWT." 

Der Antrag  wird einstimmig angenommen. 

Restrukturierung der Finanzierung der IGWT (§ 9 der Statuten) 

Präsident Koziol beantragt, daß künftig der Mitgliedsbeitrag für jedes Mitglied 5 € betragen soll, 
wobei dieser Betrag im Falle einer in einem Land existierenden nationalen Gesellschaft von dieser für 
alle ihre Mitglieder an die IGWT zu überweisen ist. 

Daher soll in § 9 der Absatz 

"Die Beiträge der nationalen Gesellschaften werden gemäß der nachfolgenden Gewichtung der 
Kaufkraft je Einwohner und der Anzahl der Mitglieder in den nationalen Gesellschaften ermittelt, 
wobei ein Mindestmitgliedsbeitrag vorgeschrieben werden kann: 

Kaufkraftparität je Kopf in US $ dividiert durch 1.000  - mal Anzahl der nationalen Mitglieder eines 
Staates dividiert durch 100.  Als Grundlage dienen dabei die jeweils aktuellen Daten der Weltbank 
(Beispiel siehe Anhang 1)" 

durch folgende Formulierung ersetzt werden: 

" Die Beiträge der nationalen Gesellschaften werden gemäß der Anzahl der Mitglieder in den 
nationalen Gesellschaften ermittelt, wobei ein Mindestmitgliedsbeitrag vorgeschrieben werden kann." 

Vizepräsident Vogel, wendet ein, dass dadurch die ökonomischen und sozialen Verhältnisse der 
unterschiedlichen Länder nicht mehr wie bisher berücksichtigt werden und plädiert für eine 
Beibehaltung der bestehenden Regelung (Vergleich der bestehenden und von Prof. Koziol 
vorgeschlagenen Regelung  siehe Anhang 2). 

Der Vorschlag von Prof. Koziol wird mit drei Gegenstimmen angenommen, der Mitgliedsbeitrag 
wird somit mit 5€ pro Mitglied festgesetzt. 
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TOP 7: BERICHT DES KASSIERS  

Frau Eva Waginger, Kassier der IGWT, gibt  einen Kassabericht über die Jahre 1999 - 2001 und 
informiert, dass infolge von Rückständen der Beitragszahlungen und des Sponsorings des 13. IGWT 
Symposium eine vorübergehend etwas angespannte finanzielle Situation herrscht. Diese sollte aber mit 
den bis Jahresende eintreffenden Beitragszahlungen überwunden sein.

BIRTHDAYS/ GEBURTSTAGE 
PROFESSOR JACEK KOZIOL CELEBRATED HIS  70 TH BIRTHDAY 

The following laudation has been written by Prof. Dr. Bożena Tyrakowska: 

In this article, written to celebrate the 70th birthday of Professor Jacek 
Kozioł, I would like to express, on behalf of the academic community and 
myself, our gratitude and respect to Professor Koziol not only for his scientific 
and teaching achievements but, above all, for his remarkable contribution to the 
creation and development of modern commodity/quality science at the Poznań 
University of Economics and in Poland. Professor Jacek Kozioł has been 
involved in commodity science at the Poznań University of Economics for 50 
years. In the years 1949-54 he studied commodity science, and in 1952 he started 
working for the Chair of Food Commodity Science under the supervision of 
Prof. Aleksander Lempka, an eminent commodity science specialist. 

Since 1979, when he was appointed a professor, he has been specialising in 
quality development, protection and assessment. He is widely recognised as an outstanding chemist 
and commodity science specialist, both in Poland and abroad. Professor Kozioł is notable for his 
courage, determination, consistency as well as a deep love of and dedication to the scientific disciplines 
he pursues. These qualities, which are his guiding principles he has striven to instil in his disciples. 

One of Professor Kozioł�s life passions is the research of flavins. He got his PhD degree upon 
presentation of a thesis on fluorescence of flavins. After receiving the degree, he started developing his 
own research programme concerning physical-chemical and photochemical properties of vitamin B2 
derivatives. In 1969, he undertook his first long-term postdoctoral fellowship and he worked with 
Professor David Metzler at the Department of Biochemistry and Biophysics at Iowa State University. 
There he started his first international contacts, which initiated a long-lasting and fruitful co-operation 
with many outstanding scientists. Having returned to Poznań, he created his research team, and in 
1976 founded the Chair of Instrumental Analysis. The results of his research, published in prestigious 
journals of world-wide circulation, invariably arouse a lot of interest. Professor Kozioł�s team has 
published numerous scientific papers in co-operation with well-known British, Dutch, German, Italian, 
Japanese and American authors specialising in photo-chemistry and biochemistry of flavins. Professor 
Kozioł and his team brought a significant contribution to the knowledge of chemical, photochemical 
and photo-physical properties of derivatives of flavins with alloxazine structure. His most important 
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achievements include: the discovery and explanation of the phenomenon of isomerisation of 
alloxazines in excited electronic states in the presence of various compounds catalysing “concerted 
double proton transfer in excited states�. He also solved the mechanism of the so-called covalent 
hydration of alloxazines in aqueous alkaline solutions, proposed an interpretation of the electronic 
structure of alloxazine and its derivatives with various substituents, and provided an explanation of the 
effect of hydrogen bonding on the spectral properties of isoalloxazines and alloxazines. 

As a chemist and commodity science specialist, Professor Kozioł has always paid much attention to 
the problem of quality in general and to the application of modern instrumental analytical methods in 
evaluation of the products� quality. His remarkable achievements in the field of commodity science 
analysis include establishing criteria for the selection of analytical methods and schemes for the 
determination of constituents present in products in trace quantities, e.g. group B vitamins. He also 
supervised the introduction of reliable instrumental methods for food product quality assessment into 
Polish Standards. 

Since 1985, the issues connected with a broad social aspect of quality have played an increasingly 
important role in Professor Kozioł�s scientific research, becoming, next to research on flavins, his 
other life passion. He has often been invited to work in teams of experts. He has won acclamation for 
his standpoint on the determinants of quality, losses resulting from poor quality, significance of basic 
research for development of commodity science, the role of commodity science specialists in the 
promotion of good quality, organisation of quality control, and the significance of modern 
technological achievements in the education of economists and commodity science specialists. 

Professor Kozioł�s team has developed into a school which is, as Prof. Dr. Maciej Wiewiórowski, 
an outstanding chemist, aptly put it, an original hybrid of physics-chemistry, photo-chemistry, 
molecular spectroscopy and commodity sciences. 

The authority of Professor Kozioł as an outstanding chemist and commodity science specialist has 
been supported by over 100 papers on vitamins, quality assessment and implementation of quality 
priority, published in Polish and foreign scientific journals. He has also been an organiser or participant 
of numerous conferences and symposia held in Poland and abroad, presenting the results of research 
conducted by his team and the achievements of Polish commodity science. 

He is an excellent lecturer and teacher. He currently lectures on food commodity science and 
technology, human nutrition, quality and ecology, and trends in commodity/quality sciences. He 
inspires and stimulates the scientific research of his disciples and co-workers, at the same time creating 
opportunities for them to achieve their aims and assess their own abilities. Thanks to the Professor�s 
personal contacts and position, the staff of the Faculty of Commodity Science receive long-term 
fellowships abroad and vice versa, eminent Polish and foreign specialists visit the Poznań University of 
Economics to conduct consultations and give lectures, all of which results in various co-operation 
agreements. 

Professor Kozioł has held numerous responsible positions at our Alma Mater and outside. For 
many years, he was the Dean of the Faculty of Commodity Science. The Faculty owes to his activity at 
that time its modern programme of education. At the beginning of the 1990s, he was invited by the 
Ministry of Education to be one of the few experts responsible for establishing the programme minima 
for disciplines within the curricula proposed for studies in economic sciences. He was responsible for 
the programme minima for commodity science at the baccalaureate and master�s levels. These minima 
are obligatory for all university-level schools in Poland offering education in commodity/quality 
sciences. 

In the years 1999-2001, the Professor was President of the International Society of Commodity 
Science and Technology (IGWT). At present, he is Vice-President and one of the Editors of the 
International Journal for Commodity Science "Forum Ware International", Vice-Chairmen of the 
Polish Commodity Science Society, President of the Commission of Commodity Science and Quality 
Science of the Polish Academy of Sciences (Poznań branch), and a member of the Polish Chemical 
Society, the Polish Biochemical Society and the European Photochemistry Association. 

For his research and teaching work as well as his contribution to education,  Professor Koziol has 
received many prestigious awards and honours from the Polish authorities (including high orders such 
as Krzyż Kawalerski Orderu Odrodzenia Polski, Krzyż Oficerski Orderu Odrodzenia Polski and 
Medal Komisji Edukacji Narodowej/ The Medal of the National Education Committee). 
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Professor Jacek Kozioł is a co-founder of the Faculty of Commodity Science. In 1993, thanks to 
his long efforts, the Faculty of Commodity Science was the first in Poland to be awarded full academic 
rights in the field of commodity sciences. The unique curriculum introduced at that time is a well-
balanced combination of sciences and economics. The Professor�s open and humanistic personality, 
the qualities of his character and mind, and his broad scientific and organisational activity as the Dean 
of the Faculty of Commodity Science at the University of Economics have had a significant impact on 
the shape, importance and rank of commodity science studies not only in Poznań or in Poland, but 
also in many academic centres  throughout Europe.
